	· Refuse and recycling is collected day from the curb side outside of the school site on Tuesday mornings when they are in the school building during school hours. (8.55-3.30)
· Refuse and recycling services use reversing assistants during reversing manoeuvres. 
· Sufficient lighting is provided by street lights during the winter mornings.

	There are 2 home to school vehicles during the afternoon pick-up period, from the main road directly outside the school. This could result in injuries to pedestrians such as fractures, bruises or even death if they are knocked over.





	· Buses arrive prior to end of day dismissal.
· Children who use Home to School transport are escorted to the bus by 3 members of staff, positioned at the front, middle and end of the line and wear high vis vests.
· Buses have their engines turned off to reduce noise and pollution.
· All drivers remain within their vehicles during this period.
· Buses remain stationary throughout the pick-up period and do not move off until they are instructed by supervisory staff on duty.
